 Much is written these days concerning our possible loss of 
the 2nd Amendment rights. Those of us who enjoy owning 
and shooting firearms much remain alert and do all we can as 
responsible citizens to prevent the loss of this constitutional 
right. 
 The purpose of this message; however, is to make everyone 
aware of a far more local and immediate concern. What if we 
lost the privilege of practicing in our sport at the Elks Lodge 
range? If could happen individually or collectively. Over the 
years the Range Committee has developed a set of range 
rules designed to do three things: 
1) Assure range safety for all use it. 
2) Encourage the use of common sense with regard to use 

and maintenance of the range property. 
3) To maintain responsible and considerate relations with 

those who are neighbors to the range. 
 In recent times many of these rules have been disregarded 
by some individuals. Examples are the use of inappropriate 
targets. Common sense should dictate that glass bottles, tin 
cans, TV’s, posts, pans and propane tanks, for example, are 
not acceptable targets. Likewise, shooting after sunset and 
leaving debris for someone else to clean up are also unac-
ceptable practices. 
 If you enjoy your firearms and appreciate our range for the 
rare privilege it affords, please help the range Committee 
spread the word about being responsible in its use. Use paper 
targets only, fastened to suitable wooden frames and leave 
the facility cleaner than you found it. You are also asked to 
review the range rules as posted in the Lodge.
